Provide a waterproof EPDM membrane through-wall flashing of a minimum 0.040
inches (40 mils) thickness consisting of cured, dimensionally stable, non-reinforced
EPDM with talc removed from surfaces.

Apply flexible flashings to seal membrane to vertical elements.

Coordinate installation of roof and related flashings.

Seal flashings and flanges of items penctrating membrane.

Shim as required using
concealed shims. Where wood casework abuts other finished work, scribe and cut
for accurate fit. Before making cutouts, drill pilot holes at corners.

Anchor cabinets securely in place with concealed (when doors and drawers are
closed) fasteners, anchored into structural support members of wall construction.
Comply with manufacturer's instructions for support of units.

Attach countertops securely to base units. Spline and glue joints in countertops;
provide concealed mechanical clamping of joint. Provide cutouts for fixtures and
appliances as indicated; smooth cut edges and coat with waterproof coating or
adhesive.

. Complete hardware installation and adjust doors and drawers for proper operation.

Install laminate facing and compatible edge trim on owner supplied under counter
appliances, as shown.

CLEANING AND PROTECTION
Repair, or remove and replace, defective work, as directed, upon completion of
installation.

. Clean exposed and semi-exposed surfaces, touchup as required, and remove and

refinish damaged or soiled areas.

. Protection: Installer shall advise Contractor of final protection and maintained

conditions necessary to ensure that work will be without damage or deterioration at
time of acceptance.

. Cover completed work with four-mil polyethylene protective enclosure, applied in

manner to allow easy removal without damaging cabinets or adjoining work.
Remove cover immediately before time of final acceptance.
